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1. Introduction (Verdana, 11, Bold)
11pt
The introduction is the initial or introductory part of the work in which the author provides initial information about the problem to be solved.
11pt
The introduction provides an overview of the basic characteristics of the problem, the goals that are to be achieved, and the tasks that will lead to the achievement of the planned goals. It is a good idea to state what is known about the problem and what is not. The introduction should not be too extensive.
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2. Methodology (Verdana, 11, Bold)
11pt
Provide a brief overview of possible methods, ways and paths for solving the problem, as well as the limitations that had to be taken into account and respected in the work.
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2.1. Instructions to authors (Verdana, 11, Bold)
11pt
Papers are subject to a double-blind peer review process conducted by domestic and foreign reviewers. As part of the review process, papers published in the journal are classified into one of the following categories: original scientific paper, preliminary communication, review paper, and professional paper. Papers may be in Croatian or English (with the approval of the committee), and abstracts and keywords must be in both Croatian and English.
11pt
An original scientific article contains unpublished results of original theoretical or practical research that the author has stated so that their accuracy and the accuracy of the analysis can be checked.
11pt
A preliminary communication contains material or data that requires rapid publication or is part of a larger study.
11pt
A review article is a critical and analytical review of an area of research or one of its parts. In the article, the author's contribution to the study of the chosen issue should be visible, and the cited literature should be complete.
11pt
A professional paper contains already known, published results of scientific research and focuses on their application in practice or their dissemination for educational purposes. It contains useful contributions from the field of expertise that are not related to the author's original research, and the observations presented do not have to be new in the field. They must be written in a systematic and understandable manner, in accordance with the reader's profile.
11pt
The editorial board and editor-in-chief decide on the publication of other works (reviews of good practices, conferences and books).
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2.2. Shaping the work (Verdana, 11, Bold)
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As a rule, the scope of work should be from 4 to 6 pages, including text, drawings, tables, diagrams, photos with a list of references without attachments.
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The text of the written part of the paper should be written in Verdana 11 font, single-spaced as this text is written. Sentences should be professionally clear, unambiguous and written in the third person singular. All copied parts of the text, images and tables must be cited in accordance with APA style standards (APA 7th edition)
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2.3. Subchapter (Verdana, 11, Bold)
11pt
A chapter in which the results obtained are discussed, the evaluation of one's own solution to the problem is made, other problems that arose during the task are considered, and possible improvements are considered based on one's own experience. How the chapter and subchapter titles will be defined depends on the nature and type of the problem.

2.4. Figures and tables (Verdana, 11, Bold)
11pt
Figures and tables should be centered and numbered. The figure description should be placed below the figure, and the table description should be placed above the table.

	Abstract
	The abstract can have a maximum of 200 words and should accurately describe the topic of the paper. It is necessary to state the purpose and objective of the paper, the methods used, the results and the contributions of the paper. Keywords must be related to the title and abstract of the paper. The author is responsible for the linguistic and grammatical correctness of the paper. After the review process is completed, the author may be asked to make certain corrections or additions to the abstract and/or paper. The abstract should be written in Croatian and English (Verdana, 10pt).

	Chapter and subchapter titles (Verdana, 11 pt, Bold) should be left-aligned and numbered. Before and after section titles, there should be one 11pt space. Table and figure titles (Verdana 11pt) should be consecutively numbered and centered.
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2.4. Equations (Verdana, 11, Bold)
11pt
Equations should be centered with the number along the right edge of the text and should have a blank line before and after.

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3. Results and discussion (Verdana, 11, Bold)
11pt
In this section, it is necessary to present in detail the results of one's own research, e.g. research or calculations, illustrating them in detail and legibly with pictures, diagrams, photographs, results, calculations, tables, etc., and stating in detail the cause-and-effect relationships between the stated facts, confirming or refuting data known from the literature. This section should have the character of a scientific discussion, although a separate section can be created for this, and only information on the achieved research results can be included in this one."
4. Conclusion (Verdana, 11, Bold)
11pt
It is necessary to present the main conclusions and achievements of the research. The author's achievements and originality of the research should be emphasized, as well as the author's contribution to the issues addressed and the value of the study. Practical applications and possible outcomes, as well as directions for further work, can be highlighted.
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
